ALL WERE WIDE-EYED AT SLEEP TALK

On June 11, nearly 90 residents of the Cedar Crest retirement community in
Pompton Plains gathered for a program entitled, “Dreaming of a Good Night's
Sleep? Here’s Help!”

The program presenter, Federico Cerrone, MD, is board-certified in pulmonary,
critical care, and sleep medicine by the American Board of Internal Medicine,
with special interests in sleep disorders and pulmonary disease. He serves

as medical director of the Lung Cancer Screening Program at Atlantic Health
System and in administrative roles at Overlook Medical Center, as co-chair of
the Atlantic Health System Pulmonary Integrated Care Committee and medical
director of Sleep and Breathing Disorders.

Dr. Cerrone discussed strategies for improving sleep, how a lack of sleep
impacts overall health, and new innovations that can help those struggling with
issues related to sleep.
